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	Smooth Ball Mushrooms are small terrestrial fungi. Young mushrooms are round (2–3 cm wide) and split into 3–9 star-shaped petals when they mature. It is an edible wild mushroom used in soups, stir-fries, and curries. It is also used in traditional medicine. The species grows in dry dipterocarp forests in Asia, including Laos. It is classified as a Least Concern species on the IUCN Red List of Threatened Species.
